Another German, Nico Hulkenberg, who is currently leading the Formula 3 Euroseries, will continue
as the official test driver.

Commenting on the driver line-up for 2009, Williams Team Principal Frank Williams said: 'I am
delighted we are able to maintain continuity with our drivers going into 2009.

'Nico Rosberg continues to be one of the most capable drivers in the sport. Kazuki is getting stronger
all the time and has more to offer and Nico Hulkenberg is developing well.'

Rosberg and Nakajima are currently lying 12th and 15 respectively in drivers overall standings for
2008 and the team is in eighth place.
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
