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PHILLIP ISLAND, Australia, Oct 14, 2007 (AFP) - Spain's Jorge Lorenzo dominated his rivals to win the
250cc title at the Australian motorcycling Grand Grand Prix by almost 20 seconds on Sunday.

Lorenzo, who also won this round last year, romped home on his Aprilia to beat compatriot Alvaro
Bautista by 19.634 seconds and clear out to a lead of 45 points on the 250cc championship table
from Italian Andrea Dovizioso.

Dovizioso was third on his Honda, a tenth of a second behind Bautista, and retains a mathematical
chance of overhauling Lorenzo for the world title.

But the Italian would have to win the next two races and hope for Lorenzo to suffer disasters in both
to have any chance of taking the championship.

Lorenzo collected his ninth victory for the season and is the second most successful Aprilia 250 rider
in history, behind Italian Max Biaggi.

The Spaniard will move up to the MotoGP class next year, joining five-time world champion Valentino
Rossi in the factory Yamaha team.

Lorenzo said he was surprised to have won by such a large margin.

'The other riders maybe struggled more than me in these conditions,' he said.

'But 20 seconds -- that's a lot.'
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
